New Miniature First Ladies Set Being Issued

The Ohio Lions Pin Traders are issuing a
companion set to the Ohio presidents pins
issued back in the 1980°s. The First Ladies
set will be of the same design as the origi-
nal presidents set, using the same colors
and banner design.

The pins are a half inch smaller than the
original pins and will feature actual por-
traits of the first ladies as opposed to the
three dimensional images of the original
pins.

The set will be issued over the course of
the next year with the first two being avail-
able in March.

Two additional pins will be issued in July
of 2009, November of 2009 and the final
two in March of 2010.

Cost of the pins will be $5.00 per set and
will be limited to a production of 200 sets.
Those who purchase the first two pins will
have priority ordering for the remaining
pins when they are issued.
