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Smart Tips for Setting Goals

BE SMART.Set membership goals that can be accomplished. Goals need
to be:
>- Specific: outline exactly what you want to accomplish and the means
you will use to do so.

>- Measurable: define your goals in concrete terms and write them down. It
is difficult to assess progress on achieving a goal that is not clearly stated.

>- Appropriate: make sure the goal makes sense for what you are trying to
accomplish.
>- Realistic: don't set unrealistic goals. You '11 only be disappointed and

discouraged when the unrealistic goals are no achieved.
>- Timely: set goals that can be achieved within a workable time frame. Set

both short-term and long-term goals. Write down bench mark dates
on a calendar and monitor your progress.
